The Jesse Jackscn For President '88 Committee (the
“Committee") does not dispute the Commission's determination that
the total amount the Committee is required to repay the Treasury is
one hundred twenty-two thousand thirty dollars and ninety-one cents

{$122,030.91). —As-acknowledged in the Commission's final repayment

determination, the Committee has prepaid to the Treasury seventy-
five thousand dollars ($75,000) and herewith encloses an additiona’
payment in the amount of seventeen thousand thirty dollars and
ninety-one cents ($17,030.91). With the enclosed payment, the
Committee's outstanding repayment obligation stands at thirty
thousand dolilars {($30,000).

At the present time, the Committee does not have sufficient
cash-on-hand to make the final repayment within the 30 days
initially allotted for such repayment. While the Committee has
been actively engaged in fundraising to repay the Treasury, these
fundraising efforts have not been easy or entirely successful.

Accordingly, the Committee hereby requests an extension of
time of ninety (90) days uncer the provisions of 11 C.F.R.
§ 9038.2(d)(2) during which .t w.ll attempt to accomplish one of
the following:

1. raise the funds necessary to make repaymen:t; or

2. raise whatever funds are available for repayment and
identify to the Ccmmission a payment schedule during

which repayment ci trne ba.ance will be possible.

The Committee anticipates tnat 1t will be in the position a:
some point to raise all the monies necessary to fulfill its
repayment obligaticn to the Treasury. The date by which this wil’
be possible is still unkncwn.
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The Committee would appreciate approval of its request for a-
extension ¢f ninety (90) days within which to raise the additiora.
monies for repayment and also, 1f necessary, to establish a plan
