Your letter of May 22, 1980, and attached "Notification
of Reason to Believe Finding" in the above matter were received

- by Mr. Harold P. Ransburg on or about May 28, 1980. This letter
will respond to the Commission's finding of reason to believe
that Mr. Ransburg violated the provisions of 2 U.S.C. § 441a(a)
(3) for contributions attributable to calendar year 1978.

Mr. Ransburg's letter authorizing me to represent him in
this matter is being sent under separate cover.

In ny letter of April 15, 1980 stating Mr. Ransburg's posi-
tion in this matter, I indicated that Mr. Ransburg made a good
faith effort to comply with the contribution limitations of the
Federal Election Campaign Act. An example is his letter of
November 28, 1978, to Andy Messing of the American Conservative
Union, a copy of which is attached. According to Mr. Ransburg's
records at the time, he believed he had reached but not exceeded
the $25,000 maximum for federal political contributions. He
therefore was seeking assurance that his contribution to that
organization would not be used for political purposes.

In its "Notification of Reason to Believe Finding," the
Commission states that information regarding political contribu-
tions would have been easily obtainable by Mr. Ransburg by con-
tacting the Commission. Of course it is Mr. Ransburg's respon-
sibilitv to ascertain whether he has complied with the law; Mr.

Ransburg was seeking to fulfill that responsibility by con-
suiting with candidates and political party committees about
the requirements of the federal law. He did not learn of the
availability of such information from the Commission until
late in 1978, when a staff member of the Indianapolis Chamber
of Commerce recommended that Mr. Ransburg consult with the
Commission in the future.

On several occasions in 1979, Mr. Ransburg did then call
the office of Mr. Friedersdorf, and was assisted by Ms. Sherry
Marshall as to the registered or non-registered status of each
of the committees, funds, and other groups to whom Mr. Ransburg
proposed to make contributions.

The federal election laws obviously are very complicated
and confusing to the lay person. Mr. Ransburg made a good faith
effort to comply with the law in 1978 as he understood it and
as it was explained to him by candidates and political party
committees. Later, when he learned that he could receive help
first hand from the Coamission, he sought that help. Any viola-
tion of the law, therefore, was completely inadvertent and has
not been repeated.

Accordingly, we would be willing to engage in informal con-
ciliation with a member of your staff prior to any probable cause
finding.

C-FATUAL BSIS AND LEGAL ANALYSIS

S2 U.S.C. § 441a(a)(3) prohibits an individual from making

contributions aggregating in excess of $25,000 in a calendar

year. For purposes of this section, any contribution made to

a candidate in a year other than the calindar year in which

the election is held with respect to which such contribution

is made, is considered to have been made during the calendar

year in which such election is held.

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Ms. Brundage stated in her letter that Mr. Ransburg
wi.,; aware of his $25,000 yearly limitation, however, he
did not realize that contributions made in 1977 might
he aggregated with 1978 contributions, nor did he think
that contributions made to "noncandidate committees"
would also count against his limit.

Ms. Brundage further contends that Mr. Ransburq
consulted with candidates and political party committees
regarding this issue, however, no mention is made of
whether he ever contacted the Commission where such
answers would have been easily obtainable. Therefore,
although Mr. Ransburg was apparently guided by the wrong
assumptions, these factors should not operate to reduce
his liability under the Act. It is Mr. Ransburg who
should be responsible for determining whether he is in
compliance with the Act. Accordingly, the Office of
General Counsel recommends the Commission find reason
to believe that Mr. Ransburg has violated 2 U.S.C. § 441a(a)(3)
as it appears he has exceeded his limit by S22,175.

Based on the foregoing analysis, the Federal Election Commission:

1. Found reason to believe that Harold P. Pansburg violated

2 U.S.C. §441a(a)(3).

This matter involves a possible violation of §441a(a)

(3) by the respondent contributor. On November 16, 1979,

0 7 the Commission voted to defer action on the matter pending

receipt and analysis by the Office of General Counsel of

new information from the Reports Analysis Division (RAD).

II. EVIDENCE/ANALYSIS

On November 23, 1979, this office received a referral

update from RAD. This update included 1977 contributions

made by the respondent to the principal campaign committees

of candidates running for election in 1978 and, in accordance

with the Act, are considered as having been made during

calendar year 1978. See also Section 110.5(b) of the

Regulations.

According to Section I of the G Index, Mr. Ransburg made

a total of $47,175.00 in contributions for 1978. (See the

attached referral and referral update for specific recipients,

dates and amounts.) Therefore, it appears that the respondent

may have violated 2 U.S.C. §441a(a) (3) which prohibits an

individual from making contributions aggregating in excess

of $25,000 in a calendar year.

In the absence of any additional information or further
explanation of circumstances which demonstrate that no further
action should be taken against you, the Commission may find
probable cause to believe that a violation has occurred, and
proceed with formal conciliation. Of course, this does not
preclude the settlement of this matter through informal concil-
iation prior to a finding of probable cause to believe if you
so desire.

For
purposes of this section, any contribution made to a candidate in a
year other than the calendar year in which the election is held with
respect to which such contribution is made, is considered to have
been made during the calendar year in which such election is held.

r According to reports filed at the Commission, the respondent has
exceeded his limit by $22,175.00. Please see the attached chart for
specific recipients, dates and amounts. Therefore, the Office of
General Counsel recommends finding reason to believe that Harold P.
Ransburg may have violated 2 U.S.C. §441a(a) (3).

This matter was one of a number of similar matters referred to this
office by the Reports Analysis Division on October 22, 1979. The matter
.involves a possible violation of 2 U.S.C. §441a(a) (3) by the respondent
.-contributor.

BACKGROUND

Section 441a(a)(3) of the Act prohibits aggregate contributions by an
individual in excess of $25,000 in any calendar year. The Act and §110.5

(of the Regulations also provide that non-election year contributions made
to a principal, authorized or single campaign committee, or independent
expenditures made, and designated for an election, shall count against
the $25,000 limit.

The RAD referral included contributor information about this respondent
for 1978 only. Consistent with the Act and the Regulations, we requested
RAD to supplement its referral with information about 1977 and 1979 contri-
butions. We expect to receive this information by November 13, 1979.

After this information is received and analyzed we will present a
full report and recommendation to the Commission. We expect to make this
presentation within two weeks.

RECOMMENDATION

Defer action on this matter pending receipt and analysis by Office of
General Counsel of new information from Reports Analysis Division.
