§ 437g(a)(12)(A) unless you notify the Commission in writing that you wish
made public. If you intend to be represented by counsel in this matier, pleass advise the
Commission by completing the enclosed form stating the name, address and telephome number of
such counsel, and authorizing such counsel to receive any notifications and other
communications from the Commission.

On October 14™, 1997 a complaint was filed with the Federal Elections Commission
by Bill Elder and Stuart Creighton. Please refer to the allegations contained in the letter of
complaint # MUR 4681

Taxis and taxi drivers are licensed by local authonities (not the Port). We have attached
the King County Code that governs taxis - business and drivers (6.64.330 - 6.64.360). It
seems unlikely that King County Authorities would knowingly license aliens without "green
cards." To do so would make those local officials a party to violation of US Immigration

N laws. Moreover, it seems reasonsble that myseif and my campaign should be able to rely on
the licensing of these cab drivers in believing these drivers may lawfully drive their cabs.

Simply put, it did not occur to me that we had to question the propriety of giving by publicly

licensed service providers (see King County Code 6.64.330 - 6.64.360, attached).

This complaint is racist and denies legitimate business people working and living legally in
the USA participation in the political process. The complaint is political tactic used primarily
to generate negative press.

unincorporated King County.

J "For-hire driver" means any person in control of, operating or driving a taxicab or for-
hire vehicle and includes a lease driver, owner/operator, or driver of taxicabs or for-hire vehicles
as an employee.

BB A toplight that is activated by the use of the meter, size of the toplight and
activation as prescribed by the director, (Class I)

CC Other reasonable requirements as may be determined by the director. (Ord.
10498 § 17, 1992)

6.64.380 Taxicab and for-hire vehicle license expiration. All taxicab and for-
hire licenses shall expire on August 31st of each year. (Ord. 10498 § 18, 1992).

6.64.390  Taxicab and for-hire vehicle license plate. The director shall furnish
with each taxicab or for-hire vehicle issued one or more plates, decals, or tags, bearing the
taxicab or for-hire vehicle number, as assigned by the director, and the ion year of
the license All plates, decals or tags shall remain the property of them (
10498 § 19, 1992).

6.64.400 Taximeter. A Each taxicab shall be equipped with a taximeter as
prescribed by the director,

B Every taximeter shall be installed at the right side of the driver, either adjoining
the cowl or dashboard of the taxicab, and, except for special service vehicles, shall contain
only one fare rate,

C.The reading face of the taximeter shall at a!l times be well lighted and distinctly
readable to passengers,

D. Upon satisfactorily passing the meter inspection, a written notice shall be
plainly posted and a security seal attached to the taximeter as prescribed by the director;
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E The taximeter shall conform to the requirements prescribed in Weights and
Measures Handbook #44 as now or hereafter amended.
F. The taximeter must have the capacity of storing the following information:
1. Total trips;
2. Total paid miles;
3. Total miles operated,
4 Total number of fare units and/or fare dollars,
S Total number and/or dollars for extras (Ord 10498 § 20, 1992).

6.64.410 Consumer information board. Each taxicab or for-hire vehicle shall
be equipped with a consumer information board. the size, matenal, and placement to be
prescribed by the director. Such board shall include, at a minimum, the taxicab or for-hire
vehicle name and number, the driver's for-hire driver's license number, the taxi hotline
number and consumer survey and complaint cards (Ord 10498 § 21, 1990)

6.64.420 Taxicab and for-hire owner - Responsibilities. It is the
responsibility of each taxicab or for-hire vehicle owner to ensure that the following
conditions or requirements are met and continually maintained

A Proof of insurance as required in KC C 6 64 350 is on file with the director,
(Class M)

B.Any person driving. operating, in control of or any lessee of the taxicab or for-
hire vehicle has been issued a for-hire driver's license and such license is valid, (Class M)

C The taxicab or for-hire vehicle meets the safety standards as set forth in K.C.C
6 64 360 at all times the vehicle is operating, (Class I or M)

D. The taxicab or for-hire vehicle meets the vehicle standards as set forth in
K C C 6.64.370 at all times the vehicle is operating; (Class | or M)

E. The taxicab or for-hire vehicle owner shall maintain a business address and a
mailing address where he can accept mail, and a business telephone in working order that
can be answered during normal business hours, Monday through Friday, and during all
hours of operation (Class I) (Ord 10498 § 22, 1992).

6.64.430 Standards for denial - Taxicab or for-hire vehicle owner. A. The
director shall deny any taxicab or for-hire vehicle owner license application if he
determines that the applicant, or if a corporation, any of the officers or registered ageat:

B.A replacement vehicle must be placed in service within sixty days of the date the
onginal vehicle is removed from service unless prior written permission has been obtained
from the director. It is the intent of this section that the director in granting such
permussion gives due consideration to the operating situation of the permit bolder on a
case-by-case basis. The following guidelines are to be used in granting for a
permit holder to take longer than sixty days in placing a replacement in service:

I The licensee must submit a written request for an extension of time, stating the
specific reason additional time is required and identifying a plan and timetable for
the replacement vehicle in service.

6 No more than one extension in time will be granted for each vehicle permit
during its license year (September 1 through August 31)

C When a permit holder permanently retires any taxicab vehicle from service and
does not replace 1t within 60 days, the permit for each retired vehicle shall be considered
abandoned and null and void The permit holder shall immediately surrender each related
taxicab plate to the director Such abandoned permits may not be restored or transferred
by anv means (Ord 10498 § 25, 1992)

6.64.460 Surrender of vehicle license. When a vehicle has been placed out-of-
service, or a taxicab or for-hire vehicle license has been suspended or revoked, the
operation of the taxicab or for-hire vehicle must cease. and the vehicle license plate or
decal and taxicab or for-hire vehicle license surrendered immediately to the director

Name, height, weight. color of hair and eves, residence address, place and date of birth,
social security number, Washington State driver's license number, aliases, criminal history
information, whether or not the applicant has ever had a license suspended, revoked, or
denied and for what cause, and such other information as may be reasonably required.
(Ord. 10498 § 28, 1992).

6.64.520 Investigation. All applicants for a for-hire driver's license shall be
referred to the King County department of public safety for fingerprinting, and all
applications shall be referred for a criminal background check Information relating to the
applicants' cniminal history, including nonconviction data, shall be forwarded to the
business license section for review. (Ord. 10680 § 1, 1992: Ord. 10498 § 29, 1992).

6.64.530 Qualifications. No person shall be issued a for-hire driver's kcense
unless he possesses the minimum following qualifications as further defined in this chapter;
A Must be twenty-one years of age or older;
B.Must possess a valid State of Washington driver's license;
C.Must submit a physician's certification certifying his fitness as a for-hire driver
upon initial application and every three years thereafter,
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D Must submit a letter from the taxicab vehicle owner which has been approved
by the service organization, if applicable, which indicates which taxicab(s) the applicant is
authorized to operate,

E Must have completed a training program offered or approved by the director;

F Must successfully complete a written exam as further defined in this chapter,

G Must present documentation, as required by the United States Department of
Justice Immigration and Naturalization Service, that the applicant is authorized to work in
the United States (Ord 10498 § 30, 1992)

6.64.540 Temporary permit. A Upon application for a for-hire driver's license
and successful completion of the written examination, the director may, at his discretion,
issue a temporary permit which shall entitle the applicant to operate a taxicab or for-hire

N. A driver shall not use offensive language, expressions, or gestures to
person while driving, operating. or in control of a taxicab or for-hire vehicle. (Class

6.64.670  Taxicab meter/rates standards. A. A driver shall not operate a
taxicab that has a taximeter which is not sealed, in good working order, or accurate.

GENERAL COUNSEL’S REPORT

INTRODUCTION.

The cases listed below have been identified as either stale or of low
priority based upon evaluation under the Enforcement Priority System
(EPS). This report is submitted to recommend that the Commission no

longer pursue these cases.

CASES RECOMMENDED FOR CLOSURE.

A.  Cases Not Warranting Further Action Relative to Other Cases
Pending Before the Commission

EPS was created to identify pending cases which, due to the length of their

pendency in inactive status or the lower priority of the issues raised in the

matters relative to others presently pending before ‘heComm'ndon.bm‘ g

warrant further expenditure of resources. Central Enforcement Docket (CED)
evaluates each incoming matter using Commission-approved criteria which
results in a numerical rating of each case.

Closing cases permits the

Commission to focus its limited resources on more important cases presently




pending before it. Based upon this review, we have identified 16 cases that do
not warrant further action relative to other pending matters.! The attachment to
this report contains summaries of each case, the EPS rating, and the factors
leading to assignment of a low priority and recommendation not to further
pursue the matter.

B. Stale Cases

Effective enforcement relies upon the timely pursuit of complaints and
referrals to ensure compliance with the law. Investigations concerning activity more
remote in time usually require a greater commitment of resources, primarily due to
the fact that the evidence of such activity becomes more difficult to develop as it
ages. Focusing investigative efforts on more recent and more significant activity
also has a more positive effect on the electoral process and the regulated

community. In recognition of thus fact. EPS provides us with the means to identify

those cases which remained

unassigned for a significant period due to a lack of staff resources for effective
investigation. The utility of commencing an investigation declines as these cases
age, until they reach a point when activation of a case would not be an efficient wee

of the Commission’s resources.

We have identified cases which have remained on the Central
Enforcement Docket for a sufficient period of time to render them stale. We
recommend 27 of these cases be closed.* Nine of these cases were part of the so-
called “Major 96" cases that have not been able to be activated due to a lack of
resources to effectively pursue them in a timely fashion.4 Since the time period

rendering them stale has now passed, we recommend their closure at this time.

We recommend that the Commussion exercise its prosecutorial discretion and

direct closure of the cases listed below, effective February 24,1998. Closing

Complainants Bill Elder and Stuart Creighton allege that Mr. Jack Block, a
candidate for Port of Seattle’s Commission, and his committee accepted contributions
ranging from $100 to $220 each from 45 individuals who they claim may be foreign
nationals. All of these individuals bear Indian or Pakistani surnames; most are taxi cab
drivers in Kings County, WA.

Sixteen respondents reply that they are United States citizens who are entitled to
contribute to political campaigns. Eleven others assert that they are resident aliens in
the United States and likewise eligible to contribute to political campaigns. Seven
respondents claim that they did not know that they were ineligible to contribute to
political campaigns in the United States. The remaining individuals cited in the
complaint did not respond.

Candidate Jack Block responds that his committee solicited donations from these
individuals, believing that taxi cab license holders were required to either be US citizens
or resident aliens in reliance on the King County’s licensing code governing taxi
businesses. He states that his committee will refund contributions to five individuals
whose status is uncertain. Mr. Block expresses his opinion that the complaint was racist
in nature and a political tactic used to generate negative publicity.

This matter is less significant relative to other matters pending before the
Commission.

On October 20, 1997, the Federal Election Commission notified you of a complaint
alleging certain violations of the Federal Election Campaign Act of 1971, as amended. A copy
of the complaint was enclosed with that notification.

After considering the circumstances of this matter, the Commission has determined to
exercise its prosecutonal discretion and to take no action against the Committe to Re-Elect
Jack Block Port Commissioner and you, as treasurer. See attached narrative. Accordingly, the
Commission closed its file in this matter on March 2, 1998.

The confidentiality provisions of 2 U.S.C. § 437g(aX 12) no longer apply and this matter
is now public. In addition, although the complete file must be placed on the public record
within 30 days, this could occur at any time following certification of the Commission's vote.

If you wish to submit any factual or legal materials to appear on the public record, please do so
as soon as possible. While the file may be placed on the public record prior to receipt of your
additional materials, any permissible submissions will be added to the public record when
received.

Complainants Bill Elder and Stuart Creighton allege that Mr. Jack Block, a
candidate for Port of Seattle’s Commission, and his committee accepted contributions
ranging from $100 to $220 each from 45 individuals who they claim may be foreign
nationals. All of these individuals bear Indian or Pakistani surnames; most are taxi cab
drivers in Kings County, WA.

Sixteen respondents reply that they are United States citizens who are entitled to
contribute to political campaigns. Eleven others assert that they are resident aliens in
the United States and likewise eligible to contribute to political campaigns. Seven
respondents claim that they did not know that they were ineligible to contribute to
political campaigns in the United States. The remaining individuals cited in the
complaint did not respond.

Candidate Jack Block responds that his committee solicited donations from these
individuals, believing that taxi cab license holders were required to either be US citizens
or resident aliens in reliance on the King County’s licensing code governing taxi

o businesses. He states that his committee will refund contributions to five individuals
whose status is uncertain. Mr. Block expresses his opinion that the complaint was racist
in nature and a political tactic used to generate negative publicity.

This matter is less significant relative to other matters pending before the
Commission.
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
