A.  Introduction

The Federal Election Commission (FEC) is a 370 Full Time Equivalent (FTE) independent regulatory agency charged with administering and enforcing the Federal Election Campaign Act (FECA) of 1975--the statute that governs the financing of Federal elections and its amendments.  The FEC has four major statutory responsibilities:

(
Provide disclosure of campaign finance information.

(
Ensure that candidates, political committees, and political parties comply with the limitations, prohibitions, and disclosure requirements of the FECA.

(
Administer the certification of public funding for Presidential elections and ensure that all related expenditures comply with the FECA.

(
Serve as a clearinghouse for information on election administration.

The FEC opened its doors in 1975 and administered the first publicly funded presidential election in 1976.

The Office of Planning and Management performs the following five functions for the FEC: (1) budget formulation, (2) budget management, (3) monthly budget reporting, including MIS data, (4) developing and monitoring annual performance plans, and (5) measuring performance in meeting Commission mission and program goals and objectives.

B.  Project Objective

The Office of Planning and Management is seeking an Oracle-based commercial off the shelf (COTS)-based system to provide automated support for the development of the FEC’s budget, tracking its annual goals and objectives, and producing it’s strategic planning documents.  

C.  Project Background

The FEC has recently converted its payroll and finance/accounting system from a 1032/COBOL environment to PeopleSoft financials, running on an Oracle platform.  In addition, the FEC payroll is processed by the National Finance Center (NFC.)  Consequently, the Budget office’s payroll projection and budget systems no longer integrate with the new PeopleSoft systems.  The replacement system must incorporate payroll projection and FTE monitoring and projection capabilities of the current budget systems.

Currently, personnel cost and FTE projections are calculated based on data pulled from a file generated by NFC and copied to the FEC on a bi-weekly basis.  The current projection allows calculations for the remainder of the current year and the next two years.  The current year projection shows actual year to date plus a projection for the remainder of the FY, by pay periods, by person and office, as well as for the entire Commission.  The projections for the next two years provide costs by person and by office, as well as for the Commission as a whole.  Costs are projected for salaries and benefits, including FEGLI, FEHB (health insurance), and CSRS and FERS (including TSP) retirement costs.

Copies of the existing projection programs for FTE and salary and benefits costs are attached for reference purposes.  Also included are the file formats.

All projections are based on actual staff on board, and are provided for each person, for each office and for the entire Commission.  The projection provides the flexibility to adjust any combination of factors, including retirement, within grade increases (WGI), COLAs, health insurance costs, for planning and for development of what-if scenarios.

The new system must be able to import FEC furnished data from the payroll, personnel, and accounting systems.  The new system must also integrate data from the FEC MIS system that also has to be converted over from a 1032/COBOL environment to the new system.  Copies of the file formats and data elements for the existing systems are provided as attachments to this solicitation/contract.  The data in the new reporting system must be able to be exported into reporting and other software packages, such as Microsoft Excel (the FEC uses the Microsoft Office Suite)  The resulting data must be able to be exported into software packages (i.e. the Microsoft Office suite).
D.  Project Scope  

Mandatory functionality of the proposed COTS software: 

· accurate salary calculations based on actual days and pay periods, with within grade step increases (WGIs) calculated and the ability to query WGI costs separately;

·  projections of FTE and costs for the rest of the current year and the following two years; 

· the ability to calculate and easily change government-share rates of health care, retirement, and locality pay costs;

· data should be transferable to Excel spreadsheets;  

· the ability to generate budget reports by division, by employee, and FEC wide;

· the ability to generate management reports by division and FEC wide;

· the ability to incorporate non-personnel object class data with personnel cost data for budget preparation and presentation purposes, i.e. can interface with the FEC PeopleSoft finance and accounting system (object class scheme attached);

· produce FTE reports that feature actual hours and FTE to date cumulatively and by division or office;

· the FTE and personnel data must be usable in a budget preparation system that complies with GPRA requirements and OMB A-11;

· depict staff on board in paid status as of end of each pay period;

· must run on an Oracle platform and be compatible with PeopleSoft;

· must be ODBC and OLAP compliant;

· must provide on-line and live operational support Monday-Friday 7:00 AM to 5:00 PM Eastern time;

Additional capabilities for integrating budget tables and strategic planning documents include:

· The ability to create planning and budget documents in a standardized format

· The ability to store all planning and budget documents in a central location 

· The ability to link planning and budget documents, so that changing one figure on one page changes that figure across all planning and budget documents

· The ability to incorporate MIS data entry and performance data by division or office, to integrate MIS reports with the budget system.

E.  Technical Requirements

Software – Software must be Oracle-based and able to operate in an Oracle version 8i environment.  In addition, the system must interface with the FEC Oracle-based PeopleSoft financial accounting system, and with the Microsoft Office suite.  Product software must be capable of importing and exporting data from the NFC payroll systems as well as from FEC personnel files.  All programming languages supplied must be Y2K compliant; to the extent one of the programs is not Y2K compliant, the offeror must propose a code compatible solution that is Y2K compliant.  File formats and program codes for existing relevant programs are attachments to this solicitation/contract.

Server - The FEC expects to provide the hardware necessary for this implementation separately from this statement of work.   In its response to this statement of work, the vendor should explicitly define all hardware requirements including estimated disk space necessary to implement the proposed system.  The solution the vendor provides must be compatible with Windows 98, 2000, XP & NT 4.0.  The FEC expects to operate the system on existing server hardware concurrently with other existing functions.  If a dedicated server(s) are required the vendor should so state.   The vendor must state any operating system version dependencies in its response.

Scalability - The proposed system should be capable of supporting 10-20 interactive users, including up to 5 super or power users as administrators of the system, scalable up to 40 users.  The vendor must also provide detailed hardware, software and maintenance requirements.

Network - The network infrastructure consists of 10MB Ethernet to the desktop with a 100MB backbone.  Network protocols in use are primarily IPX/SPX for file and print services and the TCP/IP protocol stack for inter/intranet communication and application/data services.  Network protocols in use are primarily TCP/IP for Windows file and print services, application/data services and inter/intranet communication. 

Desktop - Client workstations at the FEC are primarily desktop or laptop workstations ranging from Pentium based workstations operating at 100 MHz up to Pentium III’s operating at 700 MHz.  Memory ranges from 64 MB to 256 MB.  Disk space ranges from 1GB up to 20 GB.  The operating systems are mixed Windows 98, Windows 2000 and Windows XP.  The FEC expects to migrate to future versions of Microsoft Windows.    

Security - This project is expected to operate completely behind the FEC firewall.  The vendor must indicate the level that the solution they propose is protected from internal attacks and/or note any known potential vulnerability.  The vendor must also work with FEC computer security personnel to ensure the proposed solution does not compromise FEC computer security policies and procedures.  The solution will have to comply with current FEC security policies for user IDs and passwords and must not compromise or modify the current security structure implemented.

J.  Contract Administration Plan

M.  Estimated Period of Performance

System must run in parallel with the FY 2007 Budget Submission, and fully produce the FY 2007 FEC Budget Submission and the FY 2006 Management Plan, as well as the Government Performance and Results Act Documents for FY 2007 Budget Submission:  Multi-year Strategic Plan, and annual Performance Plans and Performance Reports.

N.  Non-Disclosure Form(s)

Due to the sensitive and confidential nature of the information that the Contractor may access during the performance of work at the FEC, the Contractor and all personnel associated with this contract will be required to sign an Affirmation of Non-Disclosure prior to the commencement of work.  The Affirmation of Non-Disclosure states in part that the individual signing the form agrees and understands that they will not disclose any private or privileged information received in the course of service to the FEC.  During development, steps will be taken by the FEC to mask and disguise employee names, addresses and SSNs in the payroll systems.

O.  Inspection and Acceptance Criteria

All deliverables will be verified to ensure that each is consistent with the contract requirements. The Contracting Officer’s Representative (COR) will certify acceptance and notify the Contractor in writing of the acceptance.  Contractor will not assume acceptance of any deliverable without written notification of acceptance by the COR which shall be provided within thirty (30) days from date of delivery.  At no time, without written approval of the Contracting Officer, will contractor exceed the authorized funding. Contractor must notify the Contracting Officer when 75% of the approved funding has been expended.

P.  Payments

All payments will be made upon receipt and acceptance by the Government of deliverables specified in the Contract Administration Plan, with a final 30% of the contract value retained and to be released solely upon final acceptance of the full operational system as functional in conformance with the system requirements.

Such notice may be provided verbally to the COR and Contracting Officer, then followed-up in writing within 48 hours after the verbal notification.  The notification shall fully describe the cause for delay, the expected date of delivery and/or performance, and any remedies the Contractor proposes to mitigate the delay.  This notification does not relieve the Contractor of its obligation to meet the delivery and/or performance schedule of this contract nor should this notification be construed as a waiver by the FEC of any delivery schedule or date, or any rights or remedies provided under this contract.

The competitive range shall be determined on the basis of the technical evaluation, past performance evaluation, and the proposed price to the Government and shall include only those offerors that have a reasonable chance of being selected for award.  The initial number of offers considered as being within the competitive range may be reduced, when, as a result of the written or oral discussions, any such offer has been determined to no longer have a reasonable chance of being selected for award.  The number of offers within a competitive range may also be reduced if the Contracting Officer determines that the number of most highly rated proposals that might otherwise be included within the competitive range exceeds the number at which an efficient competition be conducted.

DEBRIEFING OF UNSUCCESSFUL OFFERORS:

After contract award, the Procuring Contracting Officer (PCO) will provide, upon request, a written debriefing document.  Offerors may obtain a written debriefing regarding the weaknesses found in their respective proposals and the rationale for the award decision by submitting a written request (either via fax at (202) 219-3505 or via electronic mail) to the PCO within the timeframe provided in Federal Acquisition Regulation 15.506.

BASIS FOR AWARD:

The Government intends to award a contract to the offeror submitting a technically superior proposal that is considered to be the best value to the Government in terms of past performance and price.  In making the best value determination, the combined Technical/Past Performance Evaluation Factor is more important than the Evaluated Price factor.
