FEC APPROVES MATCHING FUNDS FOR
1980 PRESIDENTIAL CANDIDATES

WASHINGION — The Federal Election Cammission today certified $107,591.73 in
Federal Matching Funds to 1 1980 Presidential candidate.
This raises to $29,624,936.78 the total amount of federal funds certified

thus far to 10 Presidential candidates eligible to receive federal primary
matching funds.
