WASHINGTON — The Federal Election Commission today announced that as of

January 1, 1984, there were 3,525 PAC's in existence, indicating an increase

of 4~1/2% over the number of PAC's registered a year ago. The average yearly

increase from 1974 through 1983 has been 22.3%.
Official counts of registered PAC's are cdafpiled by the FEC every

January and July.
