On November 8,2004, the Federal Election Commission notified your office of a 
complaint fled against John Kerry for President, Inc. and Robert Farmer, Tmsurer, alleging 
certain violations of the Federal Eiection Campaign Act of 1971, as mended. A copy of the 
complaint was enclosed with the notification. 

After considering the circumstan ces of this matter, the Commission determined to 
exercise its prosecutorial discretion and to take no action against John Kerry for President, Inc. 
and Robert Farma, Treaswer. In its memarandurn to the CormnissiOn, dated April 14,2005 this 
officestated: 

Given the apparent lack of corporate status on the pait of Respondent Sokolove, there is 
no basis for the allegation that Respondent Kerry asrcepted a prohibited corporate 
contribution from Respondent Sokolove. . . The recummendation calls for dismisd, at the 
appropriate h e ,  of the matter pertaining to John Kerry fbr President, Inc. 

Accordingly, the Commission closed its file on this matter on December 8,2005. A copy 
of the Commission's certification is enclosed.
