sol:cltmg contributions, failed to disclose receipts and/or disbursements through
filing reports with the Commission, and failed to respond to &n mqun'y from the
Commission as required:

Respondents contend. that Mr, Klepinger ran the 2014 and 2016 campaigns on his
own and did not realize that he exceeded the $5,000 limit until the Complaint was
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filed. Respondents also contend that an adequate disclaimer was added to
communications in response to the Complaint. In addition, the Committee asserts
that it was not aware it could not use the public disclosure of those who donated to
his opponent to solicit contributions and did not receive any contributions as a result
of the impermissible solicitations. '
