43-year-old former prosecutor,
DeConcini also is taking part in
theuJudiciary Committee's probe
of "alleged contacts" between fu-
gitive financier Robert Vesco and
the White House. A freshman sen-
ator, DeConcini sponsored an
amendment that helped win Sen-
ate approval for the Panama Ca-
nal treaties.

Max Baucus (D-Mont.)-As a
freshman senator, this 38-year-
old lawyer has concentrated on
Justice Department matters.
